More about Hand Evaluation from Bob Morris

Re-Evaluating Your Holdings after Opponents Enter the Auction

1. Your kings and queens become more valuable behind an o
suit will be onside much more often.

2. When an opponent bids a suit, a holding like J10xx, Q10xx, or QJ9x becomes much more valuable for no-trump
bidding.

3. When an opponent makes a bid showing either a long suit or a 2-suiter, the hand becomes much easier to play.
